1. Official communiqués

2. Training 
- It is strongly recommended to follow traffic rules during training and circulation with open traffic; 

Handbike Athletes must put a flag on their handbike and people accompanying Athletes must 
wear a helmet !! 
 
3. Time Trial 
- Race course will be closed (vehicles and cyclists) 30’ before the start; after this time, traffic on the 
course is forbidden. 
- Training on the race course is not allowed after the start of the first rider 
- Athletes are required to show up at the bike check 15 minutes before their start 
- Following cars are allowed. Please respect the flow as shown in the picture 
- After the finish line, Athletes must slow down and exit the sport center following the instruction by 

the marshals. Please pay attention and give priority to Athletes in transit and departure. 
 

 
 
 

4. Road Races 
- Race course will be closed (vehicles) 30’ before the start; after this time, traffic on the course is 

forbidden. 
- Training on the race course is not allowed after the start of the first race. 
- Start and Finish line is positioned on Piazza Italia Maniago
